Instructions

Purpose of this Tool

The purpose of the Course Objectives Table is to help you develop the Competency Elements and Performance Criteria for your course and to ensure that you are asking your students to reach higher levels of thinking and knowledge.

Steps to Complete the Table

1. Write the Statement of the Competency for your course given by the MELS.
2. Using the Competency Elements given by the MELS as a guideline, fill in the chart with the Competency Elements you would attach to the course. The Competency Elements should be the different knowledge and skills you believe your students should have in order to master the Course Competency. 

3. For each Competency Element, think of what students should be able to do for them to do the Competency element well. You can check the Performance Criteria given by the MELS for each Competency Element as a guideline.
4. For each of the Performance Criteria, consider the Knowledge Level required to perform that skill and list it in the Knowledge Level section of the table. Knowledge Levels are the different levels of thinking that students engage in during a task. Ideally, we would ask students to engage in different levels of thinking throughout our course. For more information on the different knowledge/learning taxonomies check out Bloom, Marzano, or Fink. If you have a particular knowledge taxonomy that you prefer you can use it to assess the Knowledge Levels being used by your students.
