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Vanier's population has changed considerably in the last
twenty yvears. We now welcome students from over eighty
different countries.

Many of these students face considerable challenges. They
may have received most of their education in a language
other than English and may have difficulty with English oral
and written skills. In addition they may have been taught
according fo different pedagogical methodologies which not
only affect how they analyze texis, but also how they
approach written assignments. The students’ cultural
backgrounds also affect their approach in the classroom.
Engaging in class discussion may, for example, pose
considerable difficulty. Other students may be required to
work long hours at outside jobs to support themselves and
their families.

It may be difficult for teachers to adapt to the diversity of our
population. This brochure offers suggesfions on creating a
more diverse, yet inclusive, classrcom environment.
